48 h of 76 mg/L Daphnia magna (water flea); and transformation/dissolution endpoint for 

zinc borate powder that release of 0.452 mg/L of zinc ion, which is higher than zinc’s NOEC 

limit). 

Based on available data, ammonium polyphosphate, aluminum trihyrate, aluminum oxide, 

neopentyl glycol diglycidyl ether and carbon black are not classified as environmental 

hazards according to GHS criteria.
